POLICY

QUALIFICATION OF DIRECTORS.

Adopted May 10th, 2005
Revised March 24th, 2011

(a)
A Director must be above the age of twenty-one (21) years and reside within the territorial limits of the District

(b)
A person shall not serve as a director if he or she is not qualified to do so under the provisions of the district’s enabling legislation.

(c)
Within 60 days after the board determines that any director is not qualified to serve on the board, it shall take steps to replace such director with a person who is qualified.

(d)
Any director not qualified to serve on the board, who willfully occupies an office and exercises the duties and powers of that office, may be subject to penalties under the Texas Water code, including possible conviction of a misdemeanor and imposition of a fine.

The board officially finds, determines, and declares that this Policy on “Qualifications of Directors”   was reviewed, carefully considered, and adopted at a regular meeting of the board on the date set forth below and that a sufficient written notice of the date, hour, place, and subject of this meeting was posted at a place readily accessible and convenient to the public within the District and on a bulletin board located at a place convenient to the public in the Real and Edwards County Courthouses for the time required by law preceding this meeting, as required by the Open Meetings Law, Section 551.001, et seq., TEXAS GOV’T CODE, as amended, and that this meeting had been open to the public as required by law at all times during which this Procedure for Meetings was discussed, considered, and acted upon. The board further ratifies, approves and confirms such written notice and the contents and posting thereof
