
REAL EDWARDS CONSERVATION AND RECLAMATION DISTRICT
DEPOSIT and FEE SCHEDULE

WHEREAS, the Rules of the Real Edwards Conservation and Reclamation District required the Board by resolution, to establish a schedule of fees, and to attempt to set fees that do not unreasonably  exceed the cost incurred by the District in performing the administrative function for which the fee is charged;

WHEREAS, the District Rules require the Board by resolution, to establish a processing fee for an application for: Existing Well Registration, New Well Application and Registration, Operating Permit, Groundwater Transport Permit, Recharge Facility Permit and any other application and/or permit provided for in the Rules of the District to cover all reasonable and necessary cost to the District in the processing of said application or permit;
WHEREAS, the District Rules provide that the processing fee shall be sufficient to cover actual cost incurred by the District for the activities associated with processing the application, including as appropriate but not limited to, hydro-geological studies and modeling, field inspections, cost benefit analysis and economic modeling, professional fees, fees related to public hearings including hearing notices, hearing examiner cost, expert witness cost, attorney fees and transcript cost;
WHEREAS,  the Board may, by resolution, set and collect fees for services provided by the District outside the boundaries of the District, provided that the fees may not unreasonably exceed the cost to the District for providing services outside the District; and
WHEREAS, the District may, by resolution, assess production fees based upon the amount of water authorized by permit to be withdrawn from a well or the amount of water actually withdrawn or the amount of water to be exported outside the District’s boundaries.  Said fees shall not exceed the amount authorized by law.

NOW THEREFORE, the Board of Directors of the Real Edwards Conservation and Reclamation District hereby adopts the following schedule of “Deposits and Fees”:

8. Application to Amend a Permit:

Refund Policy: Any funds remaining on deposit after conclusion of the application processing shall be returned to the applicant.
9. Contested Hearing:
Notwithstanding the above, in any case in which a contested hearing is anticipated, the District may require the applicant to post a deposit, in an amount established by the Districts schedule of fees, to cover anticipated processing costs. As the District incurs cost in processing the application, said costs may be reimbursed from funds deposited by the applicant.  The applicant shall be provided an accounting of billings against the application processing deposit.  Any funds remaining on deposit after conclusion of the application processing shall be returned to the applicant. If initially deposited funds are determined to be insufficient to cover cost incurred by the District in processing the application, an additional deposit may be required.  If the applicant fails to deposit funds as required by the District, the application may be dismissed. 

The board officially finds, determines, and declares that this “Deposit and Fee Schedule”   was reviewed, carefully considered, and adopted at a regular meeting of the board on the date set forth below and that a sufficient written notice of the date, hour, place, and subject of this meeting was posted at a place readily accessible and convenient to the public within the District and on a bulletin board located at a place convenient to the public in the Real and Edwards County Courthouses for the time required by law preceding this meeting, as required by the Open Meetings Law, Section 551.001, et seq., TEXAS GOV’T CODE, as amended, and that this meeting had been open to the public as required by law at all times during which this Procedure for Meetings was discussed, considered, and acted upon. The board further ratifies, approves and confirms such written notice and the contents and posting thereof.
