New Well Application
NOTE!  This application is valid for one and only one attempt to complete a well. Should this well hole be abandoned and/or plugged for any reason and should the applicant wish to make an additional attempt to complete a well, it will be necessary to file another application and fee with the District prior to drilling.
This form must be filed with the District at least five (5) business days before the drilling, equipping, or completing of any well, or the substantial alteration of the size of any well or well pump within the District. The District staff will review the registration/application and make a preliminary determination as to whether the application meets the exclusions or exemptions provided in Rule 7.3. If the preliminary determination of the District staff is that the request filed on the application is excluded or exempt, the registrant may begin drilling or operating the well immediately upon receiving approval from the District.  If the preliminary determination of the District staff is that the request filed on the application is not excluded or exempt, then the registrant must file an Application for an Operating Permit and receive said permit from the District prior to any production other than exempt or excluded use as defined in Section 1, Rule 1.1 of these rules from the well.

Fee & Deposit: This form must be returned to the District with a non refundable filing fee of $50.00 and a deposit of $50.00 (check, cashiers check or money order).  The Deposit will be returned to the well payee if; (1) This application is denied, (2) the application is granted and upon receipt by the District of the correctly completed drillers log of the well within six (6) months after the date of this application, or (3) the proposed well location is abandon, without being drilled or results in a dry hole upon return and surrender to the District of this application marked “Abandon” by the Applicant within six (6) months after the date of this application.  If neither the driller’s log of the well or this application marked “Abandoned” is returned to the District within six (6) months after the date of this application, the deposit becomes the property of the District.
NOTE, All Existing Wells on the property must be registered with the District prior to receiving District Approval of this application.  Applications to register an Existing Well are available on the District Website at www.recrd.org or you may contact the District Office at (830) 597-3322 and request the Application.      
By signing, I certify that I have read, understand and agree to the above information and instructions and I understand that failure to abide by the conditions listed herein or providing false information on the application is a violation of District Rules and will lead to the District taking action against me.
